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Having labels print directly from
MS12001 is a useful feature that can
save time in the testing process

Because labels come in a variety of
sizes, setting up templates correctly is a
necessary step

This guide will give a brief introduction on
how to set up your labels
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Follow the setup instructions of the label printer

In the Settings > System screen of MS12001:

Enable supervisor access

Choose the appropriate printer from the “First
Printer” drop-down list

Make sure “Auto Export Labels” is not selected
and “Labels Export Extension” is not .xls
Choose the appropriate .xml file (default is
Label.xml)

Click “Apply”
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In the Measure > Setup screen, choose
the appropriate label template from the
“First Label” drop-down menu

You must now edit the template in the
xml file

Please make note of your label height
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« Go to Start Menu > All Programs >
